The filing deadline for the 4th-6th Class nonpartisan Cities & School Board Members for non-
partisan races is also August 10, 2010 at 4:00 p.m.  (KRS 118.365, KRS 118.375. KRS 83A.045) 
The Filing Fees are as follows: $20.00. Cities of 5th or 6th Class and School Board; and $50.00 for 
Cities of the 4th class.  
 
The public drawing for ballot position will be held on August 12, 2010 at 2:00 p.m. Drawing will 
be held at the Election Center.  Attendance is optional. 
 
The deadline to file as a write-in-candidate for the General Election is on October 22, 2010 at 
4:00 p.m. (KRS 117.265) (2). 
 
The last day to register to vote for the General Election is October 4, 2010. (KRS116.045) (2). 
 
Candidates for Local or County office will file their forms at the Jefferson County Election’s 
Center located at 810 Barret Avenue, Room 103. Candidates for Federal, State and Judicial 
offices will file with the Secretary of State, in Frankfort, KY.
